REMEMBER THAT OCTOBER IS THE MONTH OF THE HOLY ROSARY! 
 

PASTOR OUT OF TOWN 
     Next weekend is our annual, obligatory “Missionary Plan of Cooperation Sunday”. Each year, the diocese has 
every parish take in a missionary priest, who will both keep the parishioners up to speed on the Church’s mis-
sionary activity and solicit their prayerful and financial support for his work. This year, Passionist Father Arthur 
Carrillo, C.P. will come to St. Angela. Consequently, I am taking the occasion to head east and sponge off my 
relatives for a while. I’ll be back the following Saturday. 
 

THE HOLY ROSARY 
     As I keep saying, this is the month of the Holy Rosary, the ideal time to start saying daily rosary as a family 
(or married couple) or at least on your own (if you haven’t already adopted this most salutary practice). There’s 
nothing that heals family divisions and strengthens family ties like praying together, and the rosary is a magnifi-
cent way of doing it. How many times have you thought: “We’ve got to do more as a family besides sports and 
watching TV!”? If you’ve ever considered that and pondered what to do about it, I’ve got the perfect answer:

they make your life beautiful and happy. Now is the time to act.

9. Why do the Franciscans maintain the Catholic 
shrines in the Holy Land?

ANSWERS: 1. Giovanni Battista Bernadone  2. It was a nick-
name his father gave him; his mother was French and his father 
was in France doing business when Francis was born (it means 
“Frenchy” in English) 3. His birth year is uncertain, but it was 
either 1181 0r 1182AD  4. The dilapidated church of St. Dami-
an (“San Damiano”)  5. The crucifix in the church spoke to him 
and said, “Francis, rebuild my Church, which, as you can see, 
has fallen into ruin” - Francis thought He meant that particular 
building, but it soon became clear that what He really meant was 
that the Franciscan Movement would revitalize Catholicism (and 
still does!)  6. They were the first “monks” who would take an 
apostolate that involved working outside of the cloister or monas-
tery, and support themselves by begging for alms, thus they were 
called “mendicant”  7.
