     Just as the previous day, November 1, is the festival of the heavenly Jerusalem, Thursday, November 2, is 
the festival of purgatory, with special Masses being celebrated for the Holy Souls on that day. Masses this 
Thursday will be at 6:30am, 8:00am and 7:00pm.
