That’s the sound you heard from me when I found out that our newly (and expensively!) “repaired” air-
conditioner was busted again (which is why we’re back having Mass in the lunchroom). Obviously, this sort of
thing is not supposed to happen. When you pay somebody $20,000 to fix your air-conditioner, you expect it to
stay fixed. My apologies to all for the discomfort and inconvenience this has caused. I'm writing this on
Wednesday, so as you read this now we probably have a clearer picture of when service will be restored, but
now, Wednesday, I can’t say, except that they are putting us on a fast track. (Who 1s the patron saint of air-
conditioning anyway? I'm going with St. Nicholas, who moved from a hot climate to the North Pole in order to
escape the heat. St. Nicholas, PRAY FOR US!)

MESSAGE FROM THE MISSIONARY

Fr. Peter Mandina, who was our visiting missionary last weekend, has asked me to express his thanks to you
for your kindness to him and your generosity in answering his appeal. (He, a native of Kenya, which 1s right on
the equator, also complained about the cold weather we have here 1s St. Lous! It just goes to show that it’s all
relative, and that the weather is just a frame of mind...I guess.)

FEAST OF THE TRANSFIGURATION

The feast of the Transfiguration of the Lord occurs every year on August 6. It 1s such a major feast of the
Church that it supersedes the celebration of the Sunday of Ordinary Time that we would otherwise be observ-
mg, and so we will celebrate that great event next Sunday. It is also such a big feast that they name parishes after
it, as was the case with our own Transfiguration Parish here i Florissant/Black Jack, which closed and merged
with ours. It has been, therefore, our custom to have an ice cream social on the Saturday closest to the feast, and
this year will be no exception. We nvite not just the old Transfiguration parishioners, but our old parishioners
from St. Christopher’s (whose feast was just this past Tuesday, July 25), and the parish as a whole to come and
celebrate together. It’s been a dozen years since those great parishes merged together; that’s something to cele-
brate with gusto (and ice cream, too!)!

MASS FOR GOD THE FATHER

The Church celebrates numerous Masses in honor of the Lord Jesus Christ every year, e.g., Christmas and
Transfiguration, and the Holy Spirit 1s honored at Pentecost and in numerous votive Masses, too. But there has
never been a feast or even a votive Mass specifically in honor of God the Father. In 1932, visionary Mother Fu-
genia received a locution from God the Father asking that Mass be celebrated on the first Sunday of August for
that purpose. For the past three years, our parish has been the only one in the Archdiocese to respond to that
request, and we will do so again this year. We will offer a special Mass, therefore, next Sunday, August 6, at
1:30PM. Since there still is no Mass for God the Father, it will be the prescribed Sunday Mass for the day (the
Transfiguration), but will focus on the Fatherhood of God. It will, of course, fulfill your Sunday obligation. (Ice
cream to follow.)
