 From The Desk of Msgr. Matthew Mitas:  
REMEMBER THAT OCTOBER IS THE MONTH OF THE MOST HOLY ROSARY! 
       
THE MONTH OF THE HOLY ROSARY… 
 

      …continues, and I encourage you to take full advantage of it. Plan on coming early to Mass this month 
and pray the rosary, whether alone or with others, in preparation for the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass. 
 

THE MONTH OF THE HOLY ROSARY… 
 

      …is also Pro-Life Month, and so I ask you when you pray your rosary to pray for an end to abortion, that 
the eyes of our fellow countrymen will be opened to the horrors of the murder of the innocent unborn. This Fri-
day we’re showing the feature film Gosnell, the true story of Dr. Kermit Gosnell of Philadelphia who ran a stink-
ing, contaminated death mill and was protected from the usual laws that demand that a medical facility be a clean 
and healthy place because he was performing abortions, and all the sane and rational laws that ensure safety for 
the patient and apply in every other case, get thrown out the window to protect not the patient, but the woman's 
“right” to abortion. When people finally are allowed to see what goes on in these death camps, like Abby John-
son, they open their eyes and respond appropriately. Speaking of Mrs. Johnson, she’s the main speaker at the 
Pro-Life Convention at the St. Charles Convention Center today (Oct. 13). (As you know, she’s the subject of the 
hit film, Unplanned, which tells the story of the diabolical, hideous, and racist organization, Planned 
Parenthood.)   
 

QUIZ-A-CATHOLIC 
 

 Let’s see how much you know about Catholic doctrine by taking this version of: “Does the Church actu-
ally teach that?” I’ll list ten statements pertinent to religion and it’s your task to identify whether or not each one 
is official Catholic Church doctrine or not:  
 

 1. Mary’s Immaculate Conception means that she, like Jesus, did not have a human father.  
 2. Mary was always a virgin and never had any children other than Jesus. 
 3. Mary was a virgin in the strictest possible sense of the word, i.e., that when Jesus was born, He did not 
     pass through her birth canal, but emerged miraculously from womb. 
 4. The Eucharist is merely a sign of Jesus and nothing more. 
 5. Just as Jesus had two natures (God and man), the Eucharist has two natures, too, namely, bread and 
     Jesus’ Body. 
 6. Every mother who raises her son to be a priest is assured a place in heaven. 
 7. Every word the pope says is infallibly true. 
 8. The pope can change Church teaching or make up new ones. 
 9. We earn our way into heaven by doing good works. 
 10. God loves some people more than others. 
 

 ANSWERS:  1. No, not having a human father is “virgin birth” and is a phenomenon wholly different from being immaculate-
ly conceived; “immaculate conception” means that she did not participate in original sin 2. Yes, the Church has always known this to be 
true; the “brothers” of Jesus mentioned in the Gospels were actually either cousins or stepbrothers from a previous marriage of the 
widower St. Joseph  3. Yes, which is  why St. Thomas Aquinas, in the second verse of the Pange Lingua, refers to her as “an intact vir-
gin”  4. No, while confirming that the Eucharist is, indeed, a sign, we have always taught that it is so much more; that, in fact, it is 
Christ’s own Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity  5. No, this is the so-called theory of  consubstantiation, put forward by Luther and 
others. It’s clever, but the Church has always taught  “transubstantiation”, i.e., that the former nature of bread is eliminated and re-
placed by the nature of Jesus’Body & Blood  6. No, even though a lot of Catholic mothers believed that (mostly because a lot of the 
sisters who taught in Catholic school might have “suggested” that to them.   Such women have to fight their way into God’s Kingdom 
like the rest of us. 7. No, papal infallibility only obtains in matters of faith and morals, and,  further, only when he speaks ex cathedra, 
i.e., solemnly proclaiming with the full authority that Christ gave St. Peter, that the teaching is part of the Deposit of the Faith  8. No, 
the pope can only teach what Jesus taught to the Apostles; he is only the mailman, delivering the words of Jesus, and not the editor, 
who changes the teaching, whether by adding to or deleting from; Jesus did not give Peter that much authority  9. No, this is  the heresy 
of Pelagius, who has been condemned fifteen times by the Church for teaching this. While good  works are necessary, for St. James 
says that they are the best indication that a man’s faith is real, they do not  put us into a state where God “owes us one” for the service
