REMEMBER THAT APRIL IS THE MONTH OF THE HOLY SPIRIT!
HE IS RISEN

That simple three-word phrase needs no explanation: Jesus Christ, who suffered and died i our place, was
buried and left for dead in the Holy Sepulcher, did not stay dead. He 1s risen, He 1s #ru/y risen, and all of hu-
man history 1is the better for it. Countless times since then the world has been plunged ito darkness (e.g., the
French Revolution, the Russian Revolution and the rise of Communism, the Fall of the Roman Empire, wars
and more heinous wars, and even, ironically, the “Enlightenment”) and each time the light that first shone
from that Tomb was able to conquer the darkness. It will again, if only we have the faith, faith in Him who
truly was dead, but now 1s truly risen!
