DEMONSTRATION OF HOLY MASS 
 

     As I mentioned here last week, I will be giving a public demonstration of Holy Mass here on Monday, May 
10, at 6:30PM in church for any who would like to come an learn the origins and meanings of the most basic 
act of Catholic worship, how what began with a very simple rubric given to us by Christ (“Do this in remem-
brance of Me”) has become, through the centuries, a ritual loaded with great spiritual power and deep spiritual 
meaning. I call it a “demonstration” because, although I will walk you all the way through the Mass, from the 
meaning of the things the priest uses and wears through the actions he performs and words he prays, it will not 
be an act of worship, it will not be a celebration of Mass. All are welcome!

     In many ways, that is true, and our parish is adding to the puzzlements of life in the very act of promoting 
the beauty of our parish church. I’m talking, of course, about the magnificent ways in which our church deco-
rators set the tone for the celebrations of the major feasts of our Faith by the ambience that they create with the 
beautiful and appropriate ornamentation of our parish church.
